Description of Rotation: 
The primary emphasis of this rotation will be on behavioral science, especially as it relates to patient/physician communications. They will obtain exposure to the differential diagnosis and treatment of mental illness in the in-patient setting. They will obtain exposure to the use of medication, psychotherapy, and psychosocial interventions.
